Å State services agencies (e.g. CRIs, DHBs, School 

boards of trustees) encouraged to do the same

Å State sector agencies (e.g. SOEs, Universities) 

invited to do the same

Å Minister of Local Government invited to write to 

local authorities and Local Government NZ 

informing them of these decisions and 

encouraging them, where appropriate, to take a 

similar approach
